Dear John and Marvin:

The University of Virginia School of Law Environmental Law and Conservation Clinic is pleased to assist the Roanoke Chapter of Trout Unlimited and the Virginia Council of Trout Unlimited (collectively “TU”) with the application for a FERC license filed by Hydro Matrix Limited Partnership, FERC Project Number 12737.    The Environmental Law and Conservation Clinic provides an applied educational opportunity to law students at UVA.  Students at the clinic perform legal work on behalf of clients under the supervision of the clinic director (me) who is an attorney licensed in Virginia. 
Work for TU on this matter will be performed by University of Virginia law students under my supervision.  The students assigned to this project will change from time-to-time as students move through the clinic. For the purposes of this project Marvin Huffman will serve as the primary contact for purposes of the clinic’s representation of TU.  In connection with the license application, the clinic will draft and file comments and other pleadings, conduct legal research, and may from time-to-time attend meetings relevant to the licensing.  As we have discussed, because of the schedule at the Law School and our distance from the project, clinic students and I may not be able to attend all meetings relevant to the project, and TU volunteers will have to attend meetings with agency personnel, the license applicant, and other interested parties from time-to-time.  TU volunteers will also have to help collect factual information relevant to our participation in the licensing process.  
The clinic’s representation of TU will last until the licensing process is completed, or until either the clinic or TU terminate the clinic’s representation of TU.

The clinic will not charge TU any fees for the above work.  However, all expenses and costs related to the work, including costs for any expert witnesses or consultants, large copying jobs, and mailing expenses, will be the responsibility of TU.  The clinic will not incur any expenses on behalf of TU without getting TU’s approval in advance.
Please sign one of the enclosed copies of this letter and return it to me.  By signing this letter, you will be agreeing to the basic scope and terms of our representation of TU to having clinic law students perform legal work on TU’s behalf.
