TEAM

A.  A team will consist of two participating fisherman.  One of the participants must be a member of the Roanoke TU Chapter

B. Each Team will submit an Entry Form and $20.00 ($10.00 per fisherman)   No Refunds.

C. All entry fees will go to the Roanoke Chapter

D. Both team members are expected to fish.

EQUIPMENT

A.  Fish may be taken only on fly rods.

B. Contestants will furnish their own fly fishing equipment.

C. Type of fly rod, reel and fly line is left to the judgment of the individual contestant.

D. Real or artificial fish attractants such as scents will not be permitted.
THE CONTEST FLIES

A. Two (2) Fly Maximum – Each contestant will fish with only two (2) flies throughout the competition

B. Two (2) Pattern Choices

Each contestant must declare their two fly selection on their entry form.

Two conventional fly patterns (dry, wet, nymph, streamer, etc.) may be used as long as each individual fly is no larger than size #2 with a shank length not to exceed 4X.

Two flies of the same pattern may be used even if they vary in size.

Example:  one black woolly bugger #8  and one black woolly bugger #10

Clouser minnows or flies with dumbbell eyes or bead/cone heads are permissible as long as they do not exceed the size limit.

C. Hooks

All flies must be single barbless hook or a hook with the barb pushed closed.  A tandem or stinger fly may be used but will count as your two flies.  Articulated flies with one hook are permitted.
D. Fly Sizes

Fly size will be at the discretion of the contestant with a maximum size of #2.  Fly size will need to be declared on the entry form.

E. Fly Pattern Color

The color of the fly pattern chosen will be at the discretion of the contestant.

F. Hooking a judge or another contestant

In the interest of safety, if a contestant hooks a judge or another contestant, they will incur a penalty of a $50.00 donation to the chapter.

G. Fishing Hours

H. Beats
No beats will be assigned.  This will be open fishing with the teams selecting their fishing sites within the Delayed Harvest Sections.  Contestants must rotate.  After fishing a hole or run for one hour a team must rotate to another section of the river.  Teams may not crowd or move in on another team’s hole or run.  Team members are expected to show fishing courtesies to all other contestants and non-contestants.

I. Lost Flies

Once a fly is lost or broken, it cannot be replaced – exception see J below

Once both flies are lost or broken, the contestant is done.

A team member or another contestant may not give their flies to another contestant.

J. Purchase right to use additional flies
A contestant may use an additional fly by making a donation of $20.00 to the chapter

All other rules apply to the selection of an additional fly.

K. Flies in Possession

Contestants shall have no more than two (2) flies in their possession during the event.

L. Repair of Flies

Repair of flies may only be done with the use of glue or any adhesive.  Any re-tying of a fly with thread or fly tying materials is prohibited.
THE SCORING
Each Trout worth 2 points
Each Trout caught will be worth 2 points regardless of size

Trout Measured:  1 Point per Inch

Each team will be allowed to measure three (3) Trout.  Each inch equals 1 point

Any trout which measures ½” or greater is rounded up to the next full inch

Example:  Fish measures 12 and ½ inches = 13 points

Once a fish is selected to be measured it must be recorded.

It cannot be dropped from your tally sheet to substitute another fish

You are not allowed to measure several fish and then select the fish you want to record

All recordings must be made at the time the fish is caught.  If you record measurements

for 3 fish, you may not measure any other fish.

Two Allotted Flies Returned:  10 Bonus Points

10 points will be awarded to each contestant who returns at the end of the event with his two original allotted flies.

Each team must stay together for purposes of certifying each catch that is to be counted.

The contestants may fish the entire allotted time unless they lose both of their flies.
Other Rules
A.  State Rules and Regulations governing the Delayed Harvest sections will be strictly observed.

B. Only Trout species will be counted for scoring

C. Foul hooked trout will not be scored or measured and must be returned to the water immediately

D. Trout to be measured must be measured quickly and released immediately after measurement.
E. If a trout appears to not survive upon release, it cannot be counted or measured.

F. Fish are measured from the top of the nose to the tip of the relaxed tail.  The tail cannot be pinched.

G. Contestants shall have no more than two (2) flies in their possession while fishing in this event.
